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Seniors:  Remember that you can use ONE day this spring to visit any college/university/technical school which may interest you.  Stop by your counselor’s office to pick up a visit letter to take and return for your day’s excuse.

The prestigious Robert C. Byrd Honors Scholarship Program applications are available in the counselor’s office.  This scholarship is highly competitive for Louisiana seniors and it is a noteworthy accomplishment to be selected as a “Byrd Scholar” scholarship recipient.  The scholarship is valued at $6,000. If you need help, see the counselor or plan to attend “College Goal Sunday” at BPCC on Sunday, February 21st from 2:00-4:00 p.m. to get FREE assistance from representatives from the Louisiana Office of Student Financial Aid.  You can REGISTER to attend and get a list of everything you need to take with you at www.ofsa.state.la.gov   The deadline to file the FAFSA, which is REQUIRED for TOPS and GRANTS is June 30, 2010…don’t delay!!!
Are you the dependent child of a disabled or deceased parent who receives Worker’s Comp. benefits?  If so, you may qualify to apply for the Louisiana Bar Foundation Kid’s Chance Scholarship.
